1. Purpose. This regulation assigns responsibilities and
rovides instructions for preparation and subm ssion of civil
udget supporting data for civil works appropriations and

al l ocation accounts (transfer appropriations).

2. Applicability. This regulation applies to all HQUSACE

el ements, maj or subordi nate commands (MSC), districts,

| aboratories and field operating activities (FOA) having civil
wor ks funds managenent responsibilities.

4. Ceneral Definitions. The following terns are used:

a. Current Year (CY) - The fiscal year currently underway.

b. Budget Year (BY) - The fiscal year for which estinmates
are being submtted and that follows the CV.

c. Prior Year (PY) - The fiscal year preceding the CY.

This regul ati on supersedes ER 37-2-15, dated 23 June 1989.
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5. Background. The Budget and Accounting Act of 1921 assi gned
to the President the responsibility for preparing an annual
budget and transmtting it to Congress. Under this Act, the
Bureau of the Budget, now the O fice of Managenent and Budget
(OVB), was established to assist and carry out the President's
policy on budgetary matters. The Chief of Engineers, under the
direction of the Secretary of the Arny, is responsible for the
preparati on and defending of civil works budget estinmates before
OMB and Congress. The civil works budget formnulation process
begins in the spring wwth the rei ssuance of the Program and
Budget Engineer Circular (ref. 3f). The budget fornulation
process sinultaneously considers the needs of individual
prograns, allocation of budget authority anpbng governnent al
functions, total outlays, receipts, economc conditions and
statutory constraints. In the fall, the Corps submts a budget
request (i.e. The Budget Menorandum to OVB, where anal ysts
review it and identify issues. These issues are resolved

bet ween OVMB and Corps officials by |ate Decenber. At that tine,
HQUSACE and OVB jointly devel op detail ed budget data and prepare
budget docunments. |In the final stage, the President's budget is
transmtted to Congress, by the first Monday in February.
HQUSACE concurrently provi des budget justification materials to
Congress in advance of oral testinony by the Assistant Secretary
of the Arny (Cvil Wrks), the Chief of Engineers and division
commander s.

6. Responsibilities.

a. MSC Resource Managenent O fice Tasks.

(1) Prepare and submt schedul es (obligations by object
classes and rei nbursenments by sources) for accounts and funds
applicable to division office operations.

(2) Review schedules submtted by districts for
consol 1dati on and coordi nate changes.

b. FOA Laboratories and Districts. Prepare and submt
budgetary schedul es of obligations bg obj ect cl asses and
rei nbursenents by sources as prescribed in appendices A, B & C
Coor di nat e anong program and project nmanagenent, nmanpower and
budget anal ysts to insure conpl ete agreenent of program
estimates, justification materials and FORCON data with civil
budget supporting dat a.
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7. Requirenment Control Synbol. RCS: CERMB-13 is assigned to
t he budget data required by this regul ation.

8. Preparation Instruction. G vil budget supporting data wl|
be prepared for accounts and appropriations specified in Appendi x
C. MC, districts, laboratories and FOA will transmt data
electronically via the Gvil Automated Budget (CAB) or Corps of
Engi neers Operating Budget Resource Anal ysis (COBRA) systens.
Amounts wi Il be rounded up and shown in thousands of doll ars.

For exanple, $170,100 rounds to $171, 000 and woul d be shown as
171. Anmounts less than $100 will not be reported.

9. Subm ssion Requirenents. The schedules will be furnished to
HQUSACE using either the CAB or COBRA applications (Attn:
CERM BE) no | ater than the |ast workday 1 n Novenber.

10. G@uidance. Additional instructions may be issued by HQUSACE,
Directorate of Resource Managenent, Budget and Prograns D vision,
CERM B. Team nenbers are encouraged to contact Budget and
Progranms Cvil Operations Branch, CERM BE for assistance. Sanple
schedul es and preparation instructions are provi ded at

appendi ces.

NET OBLI GATI ONS BY OBJECT CLASSI FI CATI ON
A-1. General. An object class schedule will be prepared as

specified in AB endi x C and reported for both direct and

rei nbursabl e obligations for three fiscal years (i.e. prior,
current and budget years). Sanple format of hard copy ENG FORM
3255-R is shown at Figure A-1. Cdassification of obligations
shoul d be in accordance with reference 3a.

A-2. Direct Schedules. Prepare and submt a separate schedul e
of obligations incurred for each account, appropriation, trust or
Revol vi ng Fund. Consol i dated Worki ng Fund accounts wll be
conbined into a single schedule. Prepare schedules as foll ows:

a. Anmounts should include all obligations incurred at civil
project sites and distributions made through the Revol ving Fund.

b. oligations initially financed by the Revol ving Fund (e.g.

distributive accounts, facilities, shops, overhead accounts,
etc.) wll be reported in the benefitting civil account.
Mlitary obligations financed initially by the Revol ving Fund
shoul d be excluded fromall G vil budget reporting.

C. Per sonnel conpensation (object codes 111 through 130)

shoul d correlate with manpower data submitted on the 113G Feeder
Report for actual manpower utilization and the Civil Wrkyear
Usage Plan for estimated manpower utilization.

d. Anounts submtted for rental paynents (object code 231)
shoul d nornal |y agree with the total GSA charges. However
addi tional building and space rental costs nust al so be reported.

e. Anounts for obligation (CY) should agree with
apportionnment schedul es.

f. Amounts reported for PY should agree with the Status of
Appro?rlatlons and Wrk Allowances - Cvil Wrks Funds (ENG FORM
3011a).

A-3. Reinbursable Schedules. Prepare and submt a separate
schedul e for each appropriation incurring reinbursable
obligations.
